Case Management
We understand that limb loss cases are rare, but as you may 
know, they can be rather challenging and costly. In fact, 
the infrequency of these cases is why our services should 
be utilized. Our role is to help professionals like you better 
manage these cases through our specialized clinical services 
and our ancillary case management services.

How we can help:
1.	 Provide your injured worker with limb loss rehab services.

How it works:
First, it is very important to contact us as soon as you are 
assigned the case so we can help you begin to make decisions 
that will foster a timely recovery. The next question is whether 
to send the claimant to us for physical therapy and prosthetic 
services, or to keep their care local. We strongly recommend 
letting us provide them with their initial rehab services. It is 
extremely important that the claimant receive proper care 
from the beginning so that he/she has the proper foundation 
to further build upon later. Once discharged from our care we 
continue with our case management services to ensure the case 
tracks properly. Our case management services coordinate local 
prosthetic and therapy services, monitor and interpret therapy 
achievements, and supplement field case manager’s efforts 
while controlling therapy and prosthetic costs.

Advanced Rehab Program
Claimants come to our facility from around the country 
for our Advanced Rehab Program. During this 4-6 week 
program, your client will receive both physical therapy and 
prosthetic services specifically designed to maximize results 
and performance.

If you decide that this program is right for your client, upon 

their completion of the program, we’ll draft a full report of 
their current status and prognosis. We’ll also coordinate a 
highly qualified provider to care for your client when they 
return home. When future prosthetic or therapy services are 
requested from hometown providers, we can provide you 
with our claim review and medical review services.

Two months following discharge from our program we 
recommend that the client return for a reevaluation. This 
will allow us to reassess their ongoing progress to ensure 
they are maintaining what they achieved in our program. It 
will also allow us to assess if the patient is making progress, 
and identify whether there are any problems or changes 
that should be addressed. A few days of refresher therapy is 
typically done at this time.
